Important Information: The Crystal Lake Park District is committed to conducting its recreation programs and activities in a safe manner and holds the
safety of participants in high regard. The Crystal Lake Park District contfinually strives to reduce such risks and insists that all participants follow safety
rules and instructions that are designed to protect the participants’ safety. However, participants and parents/guardians of minors registering for
programs/activities must recognize that there is an inherent risk of injury when choosing to participate in recreational activities/programs. You are
solely responsible for determining if you or your minor child/ward is physically fit and/or skilled for the activities contemplated by this agreement. It is
always advisable, especially if the participant is pregnant, disabled in any way or recently suffered an iliness, injury or impairment, to consult a
physician before undertaking any physical activity. Warning of Risk: Recreational activities are intended to challenge and engage the physical,
mental and emotional resources of each participant. Despite careful and proper preparation, instruction, medical advice, conditioning and
equipment, there is still a risk of serious injury when participating in any recreational activity. Understandably, not all hazards and dangers can be
foreseen. Depending on the particular activity, participants must understand that certain risks, dangers and injuries due to inclement weather, slip and
falls, poor skill level or conditioning, carelessness, horseplay, unsportsmanlike conduct, premises defects, inadequate or defective equipment,
inadequate supervision, instruction or officiating, and all other circumstances inherent to indoor and outdoor recreational activities exist. In this
regard, it must be recognized that it is impossible for the Crystal Lake Park District to guarantee absolute safety.

The Crystal Lake Park District reserves the right fo cancel any class with
insufficient enroliment. When that occurs, an automatic and total refund is
issued to each participant in the program.

Refund requests must be submitted in writing by filling out the request form.
All refunds are subject to a $5 Administration Service Fee except under the
following circumstances:

* Request for refund due to satisfaction issue

* Refund is initiated by the Park District

* Doctor’s note is submitted with request

* Refund request is made PRIOR to registration deadline (refer to the
deadline listed in the activity guide)

Refund requests are approved by the Recreation Supervisor. If the request is
made after the registration deadline, a $5 administrative service fee will apply
and the remaining refund will be prorated.

Overpayments or refunds less than $5 will not be issued unless the CLPD has
cancelled the program.

Participants may transfer money from one program to one other program within
the current brochure, minus money retained for classes that may have taken
place, or the participant attended. Extended Time, Summer Camp, Extended
Time Summer Camp and Preschool tuitions may not be transferred fo other
programs.

Programs/events at the Racket Club, Preschool, Extended Time, Summer Day
Camp and Adult Trips are excluded from this refund policy and have their own
separate policy.

Refunds will not be given affer a program has ended.

Refunds will be processed and issued within 14 business days. Payments made
by charge cards are credited to the credit card.

AMERICAN DISABILITIES ACT

The Crystal Lake Park District continues to renovate facilities and parks, as well as
change procedures and programs to make them accessible to people with
disabilities. The CLPD is compliant with the American'’s Disabilities Act (ADA) of
1990, which prohibits discrimination on the basis of disability. Notification is

required a minimum of one week prior to start of class. Some programs indicate
that participants must be toilet-trained. If diapers or incontinent aids are used, the
participant or parent must be able to provide personal care. The park district
makes reasonable accommodations in recreation programs, parks and facilities.

ABOUT US

Code of Conduct

All patrons are expected to exhibit appropriate behavior at all times. The following
Code of Conduct has been developed to help make programs safe and enjoyable
for all participants. Additional rules may be developed for specific programs as
deemed necessary by staff.

The Crystal Lake Park District insists that all participants comply with the Crystal Lake
Park District Code of Conduct. All patrons shalll:

S

Show respect to all participants, staff and volunteers.

Follow rules and take direction from staff.

Restrain from using abusive or foul language.

Refrain from threatening or causing bodily harm to self, other participants or staff.
Show respect for equipment, supplies and facilities.

Not possess any weapons.

A positive approach will be used regarding discipline.

Ifinappropriate behavior occurs, a prompt resolution will be sought specific to each
individual’s situation. The Crystal Lake Park District reserves the right to dismiss a patron
whose behavior endangers his or her own safety or the safety of others.

If the participant exhibits inappropriate actions:

1.

Staff will determine the severity of the action and immediately take steps to
correct it. These may include but are not limited to:

* A verbal warning

* A supervised time-out from the program.

* A suspension of the program for a designated time period.

* Dismissal from the program or activity.

Depending on the age of the patron and the offense/activity, the parent/
guardian may be notified. The inappropriate behavior that staff observed will be
explained to the parent/guardian. Communication between the staff and
parent/guardian will be ongoing regarding any further incidences of
inappropriate behavior.

Appeals by the patron and/or patron’s parent/guardian should be directed to
the Executive Director or the Manager of Recreation Programs.

Domestic Animal Ordinance
PLEASE BE ADVISED OF THE CRYSTAL LAKE ANIMAL ORDINANCE (11.15)
Fine: $50/S75

A.

Dogs and cats are only permitted in the park areas when kept on a
leash (with the exception of Hound Town Dog Park.)

Dogs and cats are not allowed within playground borders or areas as
otherwise marked (qualified service animals are exempt.)

All other animals, including horses are prohibited unless authorized by
the Park Board of Commissioners.

The person escorting the animal into the park area is responsible to
remove any defecation created by that animal.

Per the McHenry County Health Department, ANIMALS ARE PROHIBITED
AT MAIN BEACH PARK AND WEST BEACH PARK (qualified service animals
are exempt.)

PICNIC RENTALS

The Crystal Lake Park District maintains many different open picnic areas and
shelters throughout our parks. These areas/shelters are available for rent if not being
utilized by a Park District program or special event. All rentals must be made in
person at our Administration Office. Parks are open to the public at the time of all
rentals. A rental fee and maintenance deposit is required. All organizations,
businesses, leagues or family events over 100 people must secure a certificate of
insurance. Reservations with alcohol (beer/wine/champagne only) require
additional liquor liability insurance. Requests such as tents, inflatables, porta-potties
etc must be approved in advance. See graphs for amenities at each location.
